
I used my Golz grant to research gentrification in Bushwick, a neighborhood in Brooklyn, New 

York. For most of the 20th century, Bushwick maintained an overwhelmingly Latino population, 

but over the past two decades, the neighborhood has become increasingly younger and whiter. 

Using Social Explorer, a data aggregator for the Census and American Community Survey, and 

New York City government databases including ACRIS and BIS, I worked on examining the 

methods of how gentrification took place in the neighborhood.  

 

Except for a section in northwest section of the neighborhood, most gentrification transpired 

without buildings being razed and rebuilt. This is largely a result of most structures in
