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Significant scholarly attention has been paid to the 

relationships between nineteenth-century Russian authors and 
artists, from the famous novelist Leo Tolstoy’s friendship with 
the artist Ilya Repin to the association of the playwright Anton 
Chekhov with the landscape painter Isaac Levitan. My honors 
thesis illuminates another such relationship: that between the 
well-known author Ivan Sergeevich Turgenev (1818-1883) and 
the lesser-known artist Aleksei Alekseevich Kharlamov (1840-
1925). Both men spent the majority of their lives outside of 
Russia in émigré communities in Western Europe, particularly 
Paris.
